COVID-19 infection control measures at the Fifth World Landslide Forum

The organizing committee of the Fifth World Landslide Forum (WLF5) is taking measures against the spread of COVID-19 at the Forum venue, Kyoto International Conference Center (KICC) based on the guidelines at KICC. All participants at the WLF5 are strongly requested to take care of themselves following the precautions written hereafter.

1. What you have to do before the Forum
1) You should avoid attending the WLF5 when you do not feel well and/or have been in close contact with COVID-19 infected persons.
2) It is mandatory for all participants to install and use “the Contact-Confirming Application (COCOA)” officially provided by the Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare.  This App is available at the following website

2. What you have to do before you depart for the venue during the Forum period
1) Please take your temperature daily.
2) Please wash hands and gargle before departing for the venue.
3) Please refrain from going to the Forum venue when the temperature taken is 1 degree above normal or higher, and/or if you have hallmark symptoms of COVID-19 such as coughing, breathlessness, and/or a sore throat regardless of their severities. 
4) Please refrain from going to the Forum venue if you have been in close contact with COVID-19 infected persons.
5) When you develop a fever and/or symptoms that may be signs of COVID-19 infection, please contact the organizer* immediately.
6) If you have become ill during the Forum and have gotten a PCR test, please inform the organizer* of the PCR test results immediately. 

3. What you have to do at the venue during the conference period
1) All participants are kindly requested to cooperate with the temperature checks when entering and other necessary protocols when requested. People with the following conditions will not be allowed to enter the venue. 
a) Anyone with a fever of 37.5℃ or above, 
b) Anyone who has a sore throat, cough, and/or shortness of breath,
c) Anyone who has neurological issues such as loss of taste and smell, and fatigue, 
d) Anyone travelling within the past 14 days from countries/regions subject to denial of permission to enter Japan and/or anyone who has been in close contact with those subject to the entry ban,** 
e) Anyone who has taken medicine or gotten a medical check-up for a common cold within the past 14 days, or someone who has been in close contact with those sufferers,
f) Aside from the above, anyone who is suspected of being infected with COVID-19. 
2) Please use alcohol-based hand sanitizers before entering the venue.
3) Please keep a distance of about 2 m (at least 1 m) from others at all times.
4) Please do not move the chairs in the venue without permission.
5) Please bring your own mask and always wear it while you are in KICC. Also please refrain from leaving masks anywhere in the venue.
6) Please put the masks over your nose and mouth and keep them on even when you speak in your presentation(s) and discussions.
7) Please keep your hands and fingers clean by washing them frequently. 
8) In times of social distancing and isolation, please refrain from shaking hands and/or any other physical contacts with the others. 
9) Please follow any necessary instructions given by the organizer for entering the venue, standing in line, splitting up into groups, etc.
10) Do not eat outside the designated areas in the venue. Also please get seated and refrain from talking when you eat. Please wear your mask except when eating and drinking.   
11) If you develop a fever and/or other symptoms that may be signs of COVID-19 infection, please contact the organizer* immediately, even after you have left the venue.
